They catch and eat many of the insects we consider pests, like flies and beeftles.

Many spiders will spin a web made from silk which is how they catch their dinner.

Their bodies are covered with little hairs. These little hairs are very sensitive
. and help the spider know what is gong on around them.

Most spiders are harmless, but some are very dangerous, so it's best to leave
them alone!
